6. Visual of their model if they created one.  
7. Write your bibliography/sources at the end of the resume’.  You need at least 2 sources in addition to your textbook.   

You will present this information to the class as a power point show – we will be taking notes based on your research.  We are depending on each other to gather information so do your part well.
